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Youth transitional housing latest example of community leadership 

On June 28, the United Way of Delaware County held a ribbon cutting for their Young Adult Transitional Living 

Program, called the TreeHouse.   This incredible initiative of community partners provides 

housing for young adults (18-24) in five private bedrooms for up to two years. The event 

marked the culmination of several years of preparation and program development that in-

cluded visiting similar models across Ohio and completing a specialized course from the 

Corporation for Supportive Housing. Support staff will start in August and begin with train-

ing as they prepare to accept their first residents by the end of the summer.  

The event was held at the new facility and it’s difficult to articulate the energy and emotion 

on this warm summer day. The UW of Delaware County already has extraordinary forward-thinking, courageous leader-

ship and TreeHouse is just the latest example. There’s a demographic of homeless or at risk that, while it would be a sur-

prise to the common local resident, is too well known by the agencies and school districts that serve our county so pas-

sionately. This group of youth finds themselves homeless 

through no fault of their own. These are honor students with 

part time jobs whose family just let them down. Many never 

miss a day of school yet sleep wherever they can find a couch 

for the night.

It is a remarkable community that addresses this particular is-

sue and comes together to create a stable, safe environment for 

our youth who need a home. The Chamber thanks the UW and 

all their partners for their unrelenting commitment to our com-

munity.

You can sign up now, even if your renewal date is up to twelve months from today. Fill out the Membership Invest-

ment Auto Pay Form. Bank account EFT is preferred to avoid credit cards that expire and interrupt the deduction.  

Your banking/credit card account is secure; the Chamber renews its PCI compliance annually. Only membership invoic-

es are eligible for this option. All other Chamber invoices remain due within 15 days. And remember that you can pay 

those online as well.
