The top crop in livestock is hogs and pigs. Most of the money generated by farming in Delaware County comes from 

crops rather than livestock, since the flat ground is ideal for growing corn, wheat, and soybeans. Even with the large 

growth in residential and commercial developments, primarily in the southern part of the county, Delaware County 

ranks 31st in wheat and soybean production, 42nd in corn production, and 79th in cattle production in the 88 Ohio coun-

ties.  

The central excitement of the day was experiencing some of Delaware County’s agriculture royalty with tours of our 

county’s oldest and finest farms. Stepping off the bus onto a farm was like returning home for some in Leadership Dela-

ware and it was like landing in a foreign land for others. What was evident to all is that farming is big business actively 

using science and technology to improve efficiency and production. We should be proud of our local farmers because 

they are producing more each year in smarter, more environmentally friendly ways.   

First stop, we were greeted by twenty-five black angus cows at Harsh Farms, all dark as coal and many followed by very 

healthy babies. We can’t use ‘little’ because the youngest in the herd are still several hundred pounds. Our guide provid-

ed insight to the operation and market for angus heifers. One of the most interesting dimensions of the tour was a quick 

education regarding the intense science that goes into ensuring the health, safety, and quality of each animal. The land 

is perfectly suited for crops, but the black angus is a family passion, and the Harsh Farm is continuing to prove their 

love of cattle and excellence in production. 

Next stop was Hardscrabble Farms, which may be the 

largest farm most Leadership Delaware team members ever 

set foot on. We stepped into a barn big enough to hold a foot-

ball field that is the home to some of the largest farm machin-

ery made along with a collection of more dated classic pieces. 

The generations of the Skinner family provided insight to 

their love of farming and commitment to the industry and to 

their family. It’s evident their success is rooted in the rich ex-

perience of their elders and the technology skills of the youth. 

The Skinners will ‘out farm’ others through state-of-the-art 

fertilization techniques and a commitment to managing every 

acre uniquely. They are adding to their enterprise and with 

each change implementing best practices to raise efficiency.       

Third stop was Price Farms Organics. Most in our group 

probably expected organic vegetables though we learned their 

operation is much more about the soil inputs.  Tom Price guided us through a tour demonstrating that Price Farms 

makes productive what industry and society might cast off. They have mountains of organic materials, each a special 

recipe of inputs, for the most powerful agricultural and gardening additives. They work in partnership with the Colum-

bus Zoo to produce their famous Zoo Brew which contains ingredients you can’t come across unless you venture into 

the cage of a wild animal. Price Farms holds numerous EPA licenses to manage and efficiently return numerous by-

products to productive use in our community.

-tourism operation. It’s safe to say many in Delaware County share 

fond memories of Leeds Farm as a child, parent, or grandparent. It 

is a family-friendly place to introduce youth to the agriculture indus-

try with small livestock and large gardens. Many of us had our first 

zip lining experience at Leeds Farm, remember the massive pump-

kin patch, and got very lost in a corn or hay bale maze. Leeds is 

evolving and growing, adding attractions, and setting itself apart 

regionally as a corporate meeting location. Leeds’ focus on family is 

by design with an interest in introducing youth to an industry with 

increasing social and economic importance.  

Our Leadership Delaware experience on Agriculture Day was more 

than enriching. It was a reminder that Delaware County is an agriculture powerhouse in the region because of a rich 

commitment to addressing society’s food needs. We should be proud of the commitment to excellence and the recogni-

tion that long-term success comes from constant improvement based on industry research and collaboration. We thank 

Delaware County’s agriculture community -- whether you produce a crop, raise a herd, educate, or provide financing or 

insurance.
