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Connections Volunteer Center celebrates 25 years of service! 

Connections Volunteer Center (Connections), a program of Help-

Line, is celebrating 25 years of service to the Delaware County com-

munity. Founded in 1996 through a grant provided by the United 

Way of Delaware County and SourcePoint (then Council for 

Older Adults), Connections opened its doors at the Andrews House 

– where it’s still located today – to match volunteers of all ages and backgrounds with meaningful experiences.  

Today, Connections coordinates the referral and placement of volunteers for more than 60 different agencies who offer hun-

dreds of ongoing and special event opportunities. “We’re always excited to connect volunteers with local needs. Volunteers are 

essential to nonprofit agencies and volunteering is also a great way to stay physically and emotionally healthy. It’s a win-win,” 

said Suzanne Pingry, Program Director at Connections Volunteer Center.  

Despite obstacles during the COVID-19 pandemic, Connections still managed to recruit 695 volunteers and 142 senior volun-

teers in 2020, which adds up to a total of 3,914 volunteer hours. “While the pandemic presented challenges to the work we do, it 

certainly hasn't diminished the spirit of our small but mighty team,” Pingry said.  

One of the ways in which the pandemic reshaped service delivery at Connections was on its training program. Pingry said it has 

always been a part of the strategic plan to move from in-person to online training options. However, the timeline quickly 

changed when stay-at-home orders were issued. Because community professionals continued to have the need and desire to 

learn new skills, the training program was adapted to take place online.  

The Connections professional development program offers affordable, local training and a 

way to connect to other professionals in our community. Since adding the training compo-

nent, Connections has trained an average of 250 social workers, clinicians, counselors and 

community members each year. Since Connections launched, it has matched and referred 

19,242 volunteers from church/social groups, corporations and the community to local non-

profits, homes of older adults and public spaces. With the current estimated value of one vol-

unteer hour as $24.60, Connections has invested more than $8 million back into the com-

munity over its 25-year history.  

Connections introduced several community-wide programs including Make A Difference 

Delaware County (MDDC) – the largest single day of volunteering in Delaware. In 2015 and 

2018, Connections won national awards for the event and was featured in a national video by 

then sponsor Tegna. This year will mark the 15th year for MDDC which will be held on Saturday, Nov. 13, 2021 from 9 a.m. to 

noon. Other programs that Connections 

pioneered to engage volunteers are Fami-

ly Volunteer Day, The Pen Pal Program 

and Do Good Date Night.  

The newest program, Sages & Seekers, is 

a free 8-week intergenerational program 

designed to bring together teens and 

adults aged 55 or older to share their 

unique gifts. The goal of this program is 

to decrease ageism and increase empathy 

while connecting with someone of anoth-

er generation. Sages & Seekers emphasiz-

es the importance of one-on-one in-

person conversations and students pre-

sent a tribute to their class at the end of 

the program.

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County offers relief programs 

Delaware County launched an Economic Development Revolving Loan Fund application 
to the Delaware County business community. 

Powell-based Buckeye State Bank will administer the program, which will provide loans be-
tween $10,000 and $25,000 over a five-year term. The loan principal can equal up to six 
months’ of rent, mortgage and/or utility payments. The interest rate is 4 percent with a 
$1,000 fee that will be added to the loan principal. Interest-only payments will be required 
during the first six months of repayment. Review and approval of the loan application will 
take no more than 10 business days. If you apply for other local loans, we will ask you to withdraw from our program, in order 
to give other businesses a chance to use local funds.  

The fund was engineered by the Commissioner-appointed Delaware County Economic Recovery Advisory Team, a committee 
that was established in response to the COVID-19 pandemic. Delaware County officials, including Clerk of Courts Natalie Fravel, 
have contributed $2.5 million to get the fund started. The Delaware County Finance Authority, Orange Township and Liber-
ty Township have each contributed $250,000. The committee continues to seek additional contributions to the fund.

City adopts new comp plan 

City of Delaware City Council in May adopted a new comprehensive plan, Delaware 

Together. 

This Plan replaces the current Comprehensive Plan which has served the community 

well since 2003.  Over the next 10-15 years, this new Plan will help shape and direct 

growth and development. 

The document incorporates input collected over more than two years from a wide range of community members and stake hold-

ers. It integrates more than 2,000 comments on a range of topics, including character and land use, economic development, 

housing, transportation, parks and recreation, and much more.   

The Comprehensive Plan was developed thoughtfully and deliberate-

ly.  The 31-person Steering Committee was carefully selected by City 

Council to reflect diverse backgrounds, interests, and areas of the City 

itself.  It has resulted in 6 high-level goals, almost 60 objectives, and 

over 230 specific recommendations that will be pursued, monitored, 

and adjusted as needed over time. It is meant to be a living document 

that will be revisited through the years and can be modified as needed 

while its core vision and goals continue to guide decision-making. 

Outcomes can be measured individually, but the plan also leverages the 

potential for synergies between the individual recommendations.  For 

example, land use decisions directly relate to fiscal health; and provid-

ing housing opportunities in a broad spectrum reflects the overall qual-

ity of life in the community and the City’s distinctive character.   

“The City of Delaware is a great place, with a rich history, and exciting 

future.  It will take each of us working individually and collectively to 

bring the Plan to reality in our ongoing effort to make Delaware the 

best it can be,” said Planning and Community Development Director 

Dave Efland.

Chamber resumes lunch series to discuss Ohio’s budget 

The Chamber held its first in-person luncheon since last September when is met in May to hear about the State’s biennium 

budget. The Chamber’s Government Affairs Committee invited Tony Long, VP of Tax and Economic Policy, Ohio Chamber of 

Commerce, to discuss what’s on the line for business in the Ohio General Assembly’s upcoming biennium budget. Here are his 

highlights: 

Fair School Funding Plan: The House budget proposal includes a major school funding reform initiative – the Fair School 

Funding Plan – that is the result of more than three years of work by educators and policymakers. The proposed formula is pre-

dictable, sustainable and transparent. Most of all, it is fair to all of Ohio’s public schools. 

Tax Relief: The legislation also includes a 2 percent across the board personal income tax rate cut, which will reduce taxes by 

approximately $380 million over the biennium. Coupled with recently passed legislation (Senate Bill 18) conforming Ohio’s tax 

code with federal law, the House is providing a nearly $500 million personal income tax cut this biennium. 

COVID-19 Relief Grants: The House plan continues $155 million in grants for industries negatively impacted by the COVID-

19 pandemic, including newly formed businesses. This is an ongoing commitment to 

Ohio industries as Ohio recovers from the economic impacts of the pandemic. 

The Ohio Senate has already begun its own hearings on the legislation.  The General 

Assembly must send the final bill to Gov. DeWine for signature by the end of June as 

Ohio’s fiscal year begins July 1.

Thank you to Maria Reese, Small Business Payroll Services, for sharing this important update from the Office of Unem-

ployment Insurance Operations and the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services: 

Employers: 

We know that identity theft and unemployment fraud continue to be challenges. Thank you for your efforts to report it to us, so 

that we can stop payment and take other needed actions. Please continue to follow the steps below, and remember that you also 

can find this information at unemploymenthelp.ohio.gov/IdentityTheftEmployer.  

Step One: Report identity theft through the hotline or website. 

If you receive an unemployment notification from the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services regarding someone you 

don’t know, please notify us as soon as possible by calling our hotline at (833) 658-0394.  

If you would like to report identity theft involving one or more of your employees, you can either use the hotline or com-

plete this secure online form. If you use the online form, you will be prompted to download an Excel template, enter the 

requested data in the template (including your employees’ full Social Security numbers), and upload the file as instructed.  

Step Two: Continue to respond to any “Request for Separation Information” notices that you receive from 

us. 

Please respond timely to these notices and write “fraud/identity theft” on them so that we can investigate the claims and 

take appropriate actions. The most expedient way for employers to respond to Request for Separation forms is by respond-

ing via your online account or by using the State Information Data Exchange System (SIDES) portal. 

Step Three: Share resources with your employees. 

Please share the resources for individuals on this website with the employees at your organization. This web page includes 

a link to the IRS guidance regarding identity theft involving unemployment benefits and other measures individuals can 

take to protect themselves. 

We recognize that reporting suspected fraud through both Step One and Step Two may be an inconvenience, but both steps are 

necessary to reduce the likelihood that fraudulent claims will be paid.  

As a reminder, you can access the hotline number, the online reporting portal, identity theft resources, and frequently asked 

questions and answers at unemployment.ohio.gov, by clicking on the red “Report Identity Theft” button.

Member staff wins industry awards  

For the second year in a row, The Delaware Gazette has claimed multiple awards in the Ohio 

Associated Press Media Editors (APME) newspaper contest, the AP announced Tuesday. 

The Gazette, which competes against 39 other publications in Division I, earned two first-place 

awards: Managing Editor Joshua Keeran received top honor in the Best Headline Writer category, 

while Assistant Editor Gary Budzak placed first in the Best Public Service category. 

In the Best Headline Writer category, the judges wrote, “A good headline should entice readers 

into the story, say a lot in a few words, and show readers the headline-writer is on the tone of the 

story. Joshua Keeran accomplishes all three with clever, witty, pithy headlines that instantly 

brings readers in on the fun.” 

A winner of multiple AP awards over his career, Keeran placed second last year in the Best Headline Writer category. 

A Delaware resident since 2011, Keeran holds a B.A. in journalism from The Ohio State University. He began his journalism ca-

reer in 2004 as a reporter at the Urbana Daily Citizen, a sister paper of The Gazette. In September 2017, he be-

gan working at The Gazette, where he was promoted to managing editor in February 2018. 

In the Best Public Service category, Budzak submitted 20 articles he wrote on the “We’re in This Together” 

online course offered by Ohio Wesleyan University in 2020. The course looked at the coronavirus from an aca-

demic perspective as professors from many disciplines taught what they knew about prior pandemics and what 

they knew about COVID-19. 

“Drawing on the expertise of local university faculty, this series offers readers detailed looks at many facets of 

the COVID-19 pandemic as well as its impacts,” judges wrote. 

Budzak, who holds a B.A. in journalism from The Ohio State University, has won awards for his work at The 

Columbus Dispatch and ThisWeek Newspapers. He was previously the managing editor of The Sunbury 

News. Budzak lives with his wife in Westerville. 

In addition to the first-place 

awards, The Gazette placed third 

in the Best Special Sports Section 

category for its 2020 Fall Sports 

Preview, which featured detailed 

stories and photos by Sports Editor Ben Stroup on the 

county’s seven high school football teams. The section 

also featured schedules for all fall sports teams. 

Fifty-two daily newspapers submitted 1,418 entries in 

the Ohio APME contest, which featured news and 

sports stories, features, editorials, columns, graphics, 

and photos from 2020. 

Entries in Division I were judged by editors from the 

Petoskey (Michigan) News-Review and the Alpena 

(Michigan) News.

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A message from the Government Affairs Committee 

Educating our membership about important issues that impact business and community is the foundation of the Government 

Affairs Committee. The issue of redistricting is certainly one of those matters that will have a significant effect in the State no 

matter how it lands. What follows is an article that does a great job of explaining the redistricting process and why it’s particu-

larly controversial this time around. The Chamber takes no position on the issue; we mean only to educate our membership. 

Census data used for Ohio redistricting may get here just in time 

Ohio is now set to receive its U.S. Census data necessary to draw new legislative districts in mid-August, giving the state a short 

amount of time to abide by a redistricting timeline approved by voters. 

Delays in processing census data — due to the pandemic — have made Ohio officials worry the state would not be able to meet 

its constitutional deadlines to approve the new districts. 

The federal government is now agreeing to provide the data to Ohio by Aug. 16.  

Ohio sued the federal government in hopes of securing a court order requiring this new Aug. 16 date be met, and on Tuesday 

received a favorable ruling toward that goal. 

The issue 

Statehouse and congressional legislative districts are redrawn every 10 years to account for changes in population.  

States like Ohio use this decennial census data in order to draw maps that have districts with relatively equal numbers of con-

stituents.  

This data was supposed to arrive by April 1, which would have given redistricting officials months to draw proposed maps and 

show them to the general public before being approved. 

The U.S. Census Bureau knew ahead of time it would miss this deadline, citing delays caused by the pandemic, and so it an-

nounced the data would instead be available by the end of September.  

This did not sit well with Ohio lawmakers and other fair maps advocates. In 2015 and 2018, Ohio voters approved new processes 

to redraw these state and federal legislative districts. Along with requiring better transparency and public input before officials 

vote on the new maps, the timelines set September deadlines for approving them. 

Ohio officials realized it would be impossible to follow these deadlines without having received the redistricting data in the first 

place. 

Finding a solution in court 

Ohio Attorney General Dave Yost sued the government in federal court to force the data to be handed over. A judge dismissed 

the lawsuit, noting the Ohio Constitution does allow for districts to be drawn using “another basis” if the census data is unavaila-

ble. 

Yost appealed the decision.

Chamber supports proposed school funding plan 

That bi-partisan Fair School Funding Plan would make a very positive difference in funding for school districts in Delaware 

County.  Now is the time to finally fix this issue.  Adequate and fair state funding will reduce our districts’ over-reliance on local 

taxes, thereby reducing the frequency of needed local levies.  This plan also returns a fair share of state taxes back to local com-

munities.  Most importantly, the Fair School Funding Plan begins the process of eliminating the gain caps that have penalized 

school districts for years.   

Submitting the House’s version of the budget without Fair School Funding and the elimination of gain caps would be a mistake. 

If our state does not fix school funding and eliminate gain caps, we are continuing to put a terrible burden on property owners 

and are sending a message that students in Delaware County are less important than those in other counties that are much better 

funded by the state. It is important that our state finally provide fair state funding for ALL of our students.  Because of gain caps, 

the state is withholding over $50 Million from Delaware County students this year ($43M from Olentangy and $7M from Dela-

ware City).  Olentangy Local School District receives $600 per pupil in state funding and Delaware City Schools receives $2,720 

per pupil when the state’s average is over $4,800 per pupil.   

We strongly urge our legislators to include the Cupp-Patterson Fair School Funding Proposal in the House’s version of the state 

budget.  Our state/county deserve a constitutional and fair school funding system. 

 

Redistricting continued 

 

In the meantime, lawmakers proposed various solutions to the problem. Senate President Matt Huffman, R-Lima, briefly con-

sidered having Ohioans vote on a constitutional amendment to push back the redistricting deadlines.  

Democrats criticized the idea and there was little time to work toward getting this on a statewide ballot in 2021, leading Huff-

man to drop the proposal.  

Democrats proposed seeking remedy through the Ohio Supreme Court — asking the court to push back the deadlines due to the 

pandemic circumstances. 

This may no longer be necessary. 

Yost’s appeal took the case to the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Sixth Circuit. On May 11, a day before the two sides were set to 

argue the case, the federal government pledged to give over the redistricting data well before the end of September. 

The government said it would provide the data in a “legacy format” by Aug. 16. This refers to an older format used during the 

2000 and 2010 Census cycles. Doing so would save time from waiting for the date to be processed in the new format. 

The next day, Ohio Solicitor General Benjamin Flowers told the appellate judges this “legacy” formatted data by Aug. 16 would 

suffice. Still, Flowers wanted to see a court order holding the government to that promise. 

“It’s good that they’re planning to get it done by Aug. 16, but as we’ve seen in the history of this census over the last year, some-

times their plans don’t come to fruition,” Flowers said. 

“We didn’t bring suit to try to bully the Census. It’s not just some abstract desire to have them follow the law,” Flowers also ar-

gued. “We brought suit because we really do need this data for the redistricting process to go on smoothly.” 

On Tuesday, [May 18] the appeals court reversed the lower court’s dismissal of the case. The judges ruled that the U.S. Court for 

the Southern District of Ohio should “treat this matter expediently and hold a hearing to determine what remedy (if any) is ap-

propriate.” 

Holding the government to the Aug. 16 date would give Ohio officials a few weeks to draw, showcase and vote on the new 

Statehouse and congressional maps, which will be in place for the 2022-2030 election cycles.

Governor Signs Ohio Broadband Expansion Legislation – HB 2 

"Three General Assemblies, four House speakers, two governors, two Senate presidents – that's how long it's taken us to get 

here," Rep. Rick Carfagna (R-Genoa Township) said at the bill signing of Ohio HB 2 on Monday, May 17, 2021.  Governor 

DeWine signed the emergency law which will encourage broadband expansion into unserved areas of the state and establish the 

Ohio Residential Broadband Expansion Program.   

"Yes, it's a long time coming, but frankly it's been a longer time coming for the 1 million Ohioans who lack high speed internet 

access," said Rep. Carfagna.  The law sets includes $20 million for Fiscal Year 2021 to be used by the newly created program 

housed within the Development Services Agency.  Additional money of approximately $200 million is expected to be included in 

the state’s operating budget that is currently making its way through the legislature. 

The grant program provides gap money for projects that don’t quite meet business models for unserved areas. As Rep. Carfagna 

says, companies who apply for these grants will have major “skin in the game,” but this new program will allow companies to get 

over the hump to make it feasible to expand broadband systems to unserved areas. 

In addition to the establishment of a state broadband grant program under the Ohio Development Services Agency, with over-

sight granted to the newly-created Broadband Expansion Program Authority, the bill also clarifies access to electric easements 

for broadband and creates new FCC-based pole attachment standards for rural electric co-ops.

City offers revolving loan 

The City of Delaware has opened a 

$300,000  revolving loan fund to bolster the 

city’s small businesses. Any business (or busi-

ness owner) within city limits is eligible to apply for the low-interest loan program. 

The fund will be administered by Economic and Community Development Institute 

(ECDI), a community microlender that is headquartered in Columbus and serves 

small businesses throughout the state of Ohio.  

In a time when a majority of small businesses – even those with a long, stable his-

tory – are struggling due to the economic shutdown caused by COVID-19, access to 

capital can be a sustaining lifeline. Borrowers can request up to $25,000 from the 

City of Delaware fund, and can access ECDI’s portfolio of funds for additional capi-

tal up to $350,000* for their total loan. Funds can be used for any business pur-

pose, including payroll, inventory, renovations or other. 

Loans of 0-25K will be funded at 3% rate. Loans of 25-50K will be funded at 5% 

blended rate. Beyond that, your business will work with ECDI to get the best rate 

they can or will seek financing from other entities of your choice.
